Thus, I humbly request the entire faculty, staff and 
the students to extend their cooperation and show fi rm commitment to make this university a center of higher education of high 
merit and order.

Once again, I would like to extend best wishes to all the faculty, staff and students for their commitment, hard work and dedica-
tion on which the quality of university education depends, and the reputation of the university rests.
